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FOS - Fr iends of Scouting 
Tips, Tricks and Traps 

 
Selling FOS to our units always seems such a hard thing to do.  We extol the virtues of scouting and 
explain all the good scouting does, but the message just doesn’t seem to get through.  The fact is that 
Scouting is a non-profit organization and as such depends upon the generosity of the public for support.  
Registration and other fees only go support the basic paperwork and labor it takes to register scouts, 
secure reservations, etc.  All the rest, our wonderful facilities, training development, program 
development, and program planning are supported by John Q. Public. 
 
Tips 
 
Having a plan makes all the difference.  Have someone coordinate your campaign.  Set up your 
deadlines and make your plan to meet them.  Just like Blue and Gold, Pinewood Derby, Outing 
planning, and other unit activities, there is work to do before the event and a date when it will be all over 
with.  Apply the same effort to FOS and it will not only get done, but it will be as successful as all your 
other events. 
 
Let people know that we will accept anything.  It doesn’t have to be $100 or nothing.  Do what you can 
do and don’t forget it’s a pledge.  It can be paid monthly, quarterly, however they want.  All we ask is 
that they give us a pledge during the campaign period.  The payment can come later when it is more 
convenient.  Just fill out a pledge card and Council will send reminders.  Once the pledge card is in, the 
unit does not have to do anything else.  Council does the follow-up. 
 

The donation is tax deductible. 
 
Tricks 
 
There are a number of ways for units to participate in FOS.  Have a percentage of your fundraising go 
towards FOS.   Some units include an FOS donation as part of their unit dues. 
 
Hold a walk for scouting event where your scouts get friends and neighbors to pledge $ per lap and 
hold a half day event as a unit walking around the local school track, park, or plan a hike. 
 
Hold a garage sale, a bake sale, or craft sale (make some Christmas ornaments and sell them for $1 
apiece).  See if your Church will allow you to set up a table on a couple of Sundays and solicit funds.  
You might see if a local store will let you set up a table. 
 
Traps 
 
Don’t make your program simply collecting money from your unit families.  Remind them that Scouting 
supports your community so solicit donations from that community.  That $100 per scout can be $10 
from Grandma, $15 from Uncle Joe, $10 each from the next door neighbors, $10 each from your 
friends, etc.  None of it has to come from the scout’s family. 
 
Sometimes the campaign itself comes at a bad time for your unit.  You are already collecting for 
Summer Camp, dues from your new recruits, Pinewood, Derby, etc.   All we ask is that they give us a 
pledge during the campaign period.  The payment can come later when it is more convenient, like when 
the tax return comes in or maybe after summer vacations are out of the way.
